Course Description:

Placement in this course is determined by entrance exam. In this course, conducted in Spanish,
students are introduced to the literature of Spain and the Latin-American nations. Emphasis is
placed on the oral and written expression of original ideas through discussion, guided
compositions and videos. Grammar is taught with a focus on the needs of Spanish-speaking
students.

The primary goal of the foreign language department is to help the students attain proficiency in
the skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing the target language. Upon the completion of
two years of language study, each student will:

5. Understand traditional ideas and perspectives, institutions, literary and artistic
expressions,
and other components of the target culture.

Tests and quizzes will be announced in advance. | may choose to give a quiz grade to any
homework assignment handed in by you. This will not be announced. In order to reinforce
responsibility, you are required to turn in your homework, projects, or any type of work by the
due date. Late work will receive no credit, only emergencies will be considered.

Homework will be assigned daily. Only assignments that are complete will receive credit.

You will also receive credit for participating actively in class. Since you will be working on
expansion of vocabulary and improvement of your oral proficiency in Spanish, oral participation
will be a very important part of your grade. Oral participation and behavior will be graded on a
daily basis. Disruptive behavior will affect your participation grade which, in turn, will affect
your overall grade.

MAKE UP WORK
Make up work will be accepted only if you where absent on the day it was assigned.

If you are absent, it is your responsibility to obtain make up work. Absence should not be an
excuse for dropping behind in homework and studies. You can visit my website to view and copy
your homework.

If you miss a test due to an excused absence, you should talk to me and schedule a make up the
day of your return. If you miss a second test, your score will be dropped by 10%. Because of the
listening component, make up tests will be given after school only.

SEMESTER PROJECTS

You will be responsible for at least two projects during each semester. Information regarding
these projects and their due dates will be given later on in the semester.
